SIX STEPS OF NONVIOLENT SOCIAL CHANGE 

A sequential process of nonviolent conflict resolution and social change, based on Dr. 
YƛƴƎΩǎ ǘŜŀŎƘƛƴƎǎΦ  The Six Steps of Nonviolence developed by The King Center 
include: 

1. Information Gathering ς The way you determine the facts, the options for 
change, and the timing of pressure for raising the issue is a collective process. 

2. Education ς The process for developing articulate leaders, who are 
knowledgeable about the issues.  It is directed toward the community through 
all forms of media about the real issues and human consequences of an unjust 
situation. 

3. Personal Commitment ς Means looking at your internal and external 
involvement in the nonviolent campaign, and preparing yourself for long-term 
as well as short-term action. 

4. Negotiation ς Is the art of bringing together your views and those of your 
opponent to arrive at a just conclusion or clarify the unresolved issues, at 
which point, the conflict is formalized. 

5. Direct Action ς Occurs when negotiations have broken down or failed to 
produce a just response to the contested issues and conditions. 

6. Reconciliation ς Is the mandatory closing step of a campaign, when the 
opponents and proponents celebrate the victory and provide joint leadership 
to implement change. 

We often view the Six Steps as phases or cycles of a campaign, rather than steps, 
because each of them embodies a cluster or series of activities related to each of the 
other five elements.

revenue for KUUC ς fund raising.  Do you realize that if we increased our pledges by 10%, we

95% comes from our church community.  So, we have to work very hard to extract the last bit of 
money to fund the church.  And perhaps, we all like to spend all that extra effort to accomplish this 
task.   
      

My own preference is:  if we are going to all this extra effort to raise money, we could raise it from 
the larger Keene community.  Please think about what I have just said.  Keep in mind that we seem 
to be struggling to find the people resources to keep the church running smoothly, while we are 
spending hundreds of man/woman-hours raising money from within our own membership.

appropriate to choose one of the below options: 
      

1. Increase our pledges so that fund-raising is no longer needed. 

2. Organize an event that draws from the larger Keene community and provides for our needs. 

3. Continue our present efforts and hope we have people resources needed. 

Option 1 would allow us to scale back our fund-raising efforts.  This would free ourselves to devote 
our energy into projects that we want to do, not waging a campaign to extract money from 
ourselves.  We could then put those efforts towards fun and service. 
      

Option 2 would require us to work together to build/update an activity.  For instance, we could 
enhance the Greens Sale so that we could attract a larger audience.  Of course, how to do this is 
the big question.  We could also start a new event.  There is a history of our church holding a May 
dance.  I have thought about having a spring festival where we sell plants that we have grown.  We 
could also add music and dance elements to this event, in order to draw more people.  This option 
has the highest risk, since there is no guarantee of success, and planning/organizing a new event 
could take lots of effort. 
      

While Option 3 is just continuing to do what we are practicing today, we seem to be experiencing a 
shortage of resources.  Working the same people over and over will lead to the burnout of those 
valuable people.

Your Ministerial Search Committee has been keeping a low profile recently:  We are now in the 
midst of our interviews with interested candidates.  If you notice us missing at church, know that

them to meet us, the church, and the community.  This will be an opportunity for us, and them, to 
ǎŜŜ ƛŦ ƻǳǊ ŎƘǳǊŎƘ ǿƻǳƭŘ ōŜ ŀ άƎƻƻŘ ŦƛǘΦέ  During our meetings with the pre-candidates, we will use 
all of the congregational responses from the Cottage Meetings and the Survey, in order to explore 
your questions and hopes for our settled minister.  In addition to the interviews, tour of the church 
and town, and shared meals, we go to a nearby congregation where our candidate serves as a

We have held one of five of these weekend meetings, and three are already scheduled for 
February.  While we are hosting our pre-candidates, other churches are doing the same, 
sometimes interviewing some of the same people.   After this process of mutual courting, we have 
the hard assignment of agreeing on which of our pre-candidates we want to be our candidate.  
Thursday, March 15 is the date when we can make our choice known to him or her.  Meanwhile, 
these future ministers are making their own decisions about what church fits best for them ς and 
they are considering issues such as location, salary, congregational culture, opportunity to grow 
with the congregation, among others.  So, our first choice may or may not choose Keene, but with 
luck our choice will be mutual.

Flowers may be ordered from a florist, picked from your garden, bought from 
a store, etc. -- It is up to the individual.  Then you can bring them home with you after the service.  NO LILIES, please!! 

Chalice Lighter:  Lights and extinguishes the chalice at the stated time in the Order of Service.  

Coffee Hour Hosts:  The only thing required by this job is to make coffee and set up cups and other items pertaining to 
coffee drinking.  We supply the coffee and sugar.  You supply the half-and-half or whole milk.  You can get as elaborate or 
simple as you would like with snacks, if you choose.  Get a group of friends, a committee, a Covenant Group, partner, 
family member, or anyone of your choosing, and make it a team effort!
